St Mark Check List

Weekly:

Check stays for cracks or damage (particularly on teaching bells)

Check sliders for cracks or damage.

Monthly

Check Clappers for grease, damage and tightness

Check Sliders

Check pulley wheels

Check ropes for signs of wear or damage

6 monthly

Check clappers for alignment

Check condition of headstocks, gudgeons, bearings, wheels and clappers

Check bearings for signs of bed movement or grease leakage

Check sound control boards are secure

Check rope guides (bells 3,4,6) are secure and aligned

(Check guttering above bells for signs of blockage or damage)

Annually

Ring bells up silenced and check for any unusual noises, particularly knocking, banging or deep rumbling.

Check frame for signs of movement or distress

Touch up paintwork as needed

Generally

Any sudden change in the handling of a bell, or the development unusual noises, should be investigated immediately before any ringing can continue.

RECORD ALL CHECKS AND WORK UNDERTAKEN IN THE MAINTENANCE BOOK (Brown book)

It is the responsibility of the steeple keeper to undertake these checks
